Referring to all the UNITED NATIONS texts against enforced and involuntary disappearances,
Referring to all the UNITED NATIONS texts against torture and mistreatment,

Referring to all the UNITED NATIONS texts on fair trials,

Referring to the Geneva Conventions

Referring to the permanent Protest Tent placed by the parents of the detainees in Syria facing the ESCWA building (UN HOUSE) in Beirut since April 2005
Referring to the Universal Declaration of Human Rights,
Considering that the systematic torture, mistreatment, summary trials, executions and disappearances of Lebanese (and other) political detainees in Syria is considered a crime against humanity

Reaffirming that the former Lebanese political detainees in Syria have suffered severely and have the right to proper compensation, rehabilitation and care,

Urging all parties to recognize that the issue of the Lebanese detainees in Syria is different and special. Anyone who mixes this issue with any other issue especially the one of the thousands of disappeared during the Lebanese wars between 1975 and 1990 is harming this very important issue,
Welcoming the work done until now by many individuals and groups in Lebanon and abroad on the tragedy of the Lebanese Political Detainees in Syria

Recognizing the excellent new relations between the democratic world and Syria

Referring to the UNSC resolution 1564 (2004) on Sudan which was voted under Chapter VII of the UN Charter and which lead to the creation of an independent commission of enquiry to investigate the related gross violations in Darfur,
Defining a Lebanese Political Detainee in Syria as any individual who was living in Lebanon and who’s illegal detention in Syria is proven or with sufficient doubts on his whereabouts in Syria or who died and was buried incommunicado in Syria,
Referring to the testimony at the US congress of Ali Abu Dehn on September 24th 2008,

Referring to the testimony at the US congress of Kamal el Batal on September 24th 2008,

1. Declares that it is high time to solve the issue of and save the Lebanese Political Detainees in Syria or are involuntary detained in Syria or are detained in Syria following summary trials that do not respect international fair trial standards or who have died in Syria under obscure circumstances,
2. Calls on all interested NGOs to join their efforts to the ones of the Association of the Lebanese Political Detainees in Syria, Identifying particularly Amnesty International, Human Rights Watch (HRW), Human Rights First (HRF), Federation Internationale des Droits de l’Homme (FIDH), Euro Mediterranean Human Rights Network (EMHRN), Inviting also all interested Jordanian, Palestinian and Syrian Human Rights NGOs to join their efforts to ours,
3. Calls on all Lebanese and Foreign parties to stop mixing this issue of the Lebanese Political Detainees in Syria with any other issue. This issue is a Humanitarian one far from any politics,
4. Calls on the Red Cross to present the needed support to the families of the Lebanese Political Detainees in Syria,
5. Calls on the UN Working Group on Enforced and Involuntary Disappearances (WGEID) to organize a Country Visit to the Syrian Arab Republic visiting freely all official and unofficial detention facilities as well as investigating suspected mass grave sites in coordination with all national and international NGOs.

6. Calls on the UN Subcommittee on Prevention of Torture and other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (SPT) which is one of the United Nations mechanisms directed to the prevention of torture and other forms of ill-treatment and which started its work in February 2007 to visit as soon as possible all the detention centers in Syria, based on Syria’s signing of the Convention Against Torture on 19 August 2004, and issue its report to act accordingly.

7. Calls on the Lebanese Government to request from Syria to accept a visit by the UN Working Group on Enforced or Involuntary Disappearances (WGEID) giving it all the needed powers to investigate all official and unofficial detention centers chosen by the Working Group as well as all chosen sites suspected to hold mass graves

8. Calls on the free world to make Syria accept a visit by the UN Working Group on Enforced or Involuntary Disappearances (WGEID) giving it all the needed powers to investigate all official and unofficial detention centers chosen by the Working Group
9. Calls on the United Nations Security Council to issue a resolution under Chapter VII of the UN Charter similar to UNSC resolution 1564 (2004) on Sudan that will create a Commission of Inquiry that will immediately investigate all reports of violations of international humanitarian law and human rights law in Syria by all parties, to determine whether or not acts of genocide have occurred, and to identify the perpetrators of such violations with a view of ensuring that those responsible are held accountable,
10. Calls on the Arab League to support our request to the UNSC

11. Calls on the Lebanese Government to issue the proper laws, decrees and ministerial decisions to provide the much needed support to the former Lebanese Political Detainees in Syria and to their families as well as the very much needed support to the families of the ones who are believed to be still in Syria.
12. Requests from the president of the Lebanese Republic General Michel Suleiman to remain seized on this matter and to request from the Lebanese Minister of Interior, and the Lebanese Minister of Social Affairs to remain seized on this matter
13. Requests from the Secretary General of the Arab League to create a specialized follow-up committee to remained seized on this matter

14. Requests from the Secretary General of the United Nations to request from the Human Rights Higher Commissioner to remain seized on this matter

15. Decides to remain seized on this matter
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
